Vegan French Toast

For me, Sundays are for indulging in
breakfast. Making a big batch of pancakes
or waffles for the whole family have always
been one of my favourite rituals. However,
I've never really been a French toast kinda
gal. And after going ve gan, it was even

more out of the question.

But, I decided to make some French Toast

this morning. Why?

Yesterday, I got some AMAZING sour-
dough from a local bakery shop called
Mayse. It's a family from Latvia who have
opened up a bakery in Hong Kong to make
traditional Eastern European bread, the
plant-based way. They had a pop up store
in the city yesterday selling Vegan Sour-
dough Pizza (head to my Instagram to
see the drool worthy pics) as well as their
sourdough. Naturally, I had to get some. I
headed home with some spelt sourdough

and some cranberry and walnut dark

bread.

Because I didn’t want my precious bread to
go bad, I decided to use some of this sour-
dough bread to make French Toast to satis-
fy my Sunday sweet tooth. And MY GOD,
it has opened up a whole new world. This
will definitely be on my Sunday Brunch
menu for weeks to come. I don’t even have
the words to describe it, so hopefully the
pictures do it justice. Please do make this

recipe, you will NOT regret it.

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Ingredients:
Serves 1

1/2 cup of plant milk

1 heaped tsp of ground flaxseeds (it’s
important that it’s ground so that it really
activates and thickens up)

1/2 tbsp of maple syrup or any other liquid
sweetener (honey, if not vegan)

1/2 tsp of cinnamon

1/2 tsp of vanilla extract

1 tbsp of coconut oil for frying

2-3 slices of sourdough bread (if you don’t
have sourdough, make sure to use a hard
and sturdy rustic bread or else it will go

too soggy)
Instructions:

Mix all the ingredients except the bread in
a large mixing bowl and put it in the fridge
for 10 mins to activate.

Preheat your frying pan to medium heat
with the coconut oil

Dip each side of your bread into the mix-
ture for 30 seconds

Place the bread onto the pan and cook un-
til golden brown on both side. Make sure
to flip it carefully and gently. It should take
around 3-5 minutes on each side.

Top with desired toppings (I topped it with
some sautéed apple, blueberries, coconut
yogurt, raisins, walnuts and maple syrup)
